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On May 26, 2017, Attorney April M. Southwick filed a petition on 

behalf of the Wisconsin Judicial Council asking the court to amend 

Wisconsin Statutes §§ 809.15, 809.19, 809.30, 809.32, and 885.42 to 

provide better clarity regarding supplementing or correcting the 

record on appeal, sealing of documents, preparation of transcripts, 

access to PSIs and inclusion of PSIs in the appellate record.  The 

Memorandum in Support of the petition sets forth the petitioner's 

reasons for seeking these changes and is available at 

www.wicourts.gov/scrules/pending.htm. 

IT IS ORDERED that a public hearing on the petition shall be 

held in the Supreme Court Room in the State Capitol, Madison, 

Wisconsin, on Tuesday, January 16, 2018, at 9:30 a.m.   

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that notice of the hearing be given by a 

publication of a copy of this order and of the petition in the 

official state newspaper once each week for three consecutive weeks, 

and in an official publication of the State Bar of Wisconsin not more 

than 60 days nor less than 30 days before the date of the hearing.
