I am assisting the Wisconsin Supreme Court with its consideration of rule petition 12-10 filed by 
the Office of Lawyer Regulation.  The petition proposes certain changes to SCR 22.24 relating to 
the timing of the filing of the OLR's supplemental statement of costs in attorney disciplinary 
appeals.
