interest, if the guardian has first made a good-faith attempt to discuss with the ward the voluntary 
receipt of the examination, medication, or treatment and if the ward does not protest.

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 When exercising powers as guardian of the person, you shall: 
  • place the least possible restriction on the ward’s personal liberty and exercise of constitutional 

and statutory rights, and promote the greatest possible integration of the ward into his or her 
community. 

  • make diligent efforts to identify and honor the ward’s preferences with respect to choice of 
place of living, personal liberty and mobility, choice of associates, communication with others, 
personal privacy, and choices related to sexual expression and procreation. 

  • take into account the ward’s understanding of the nature and consequences of the decision, 
the level of risk involved, the value of the opportunity of the ward to develop decision-making 
skills, and the need of the ward for wider experience. 

 
The guardianship of the person terminates when the ward dies, when terminated by the court, or when provided by law. 

 
These Letters of Guardianship of the Person supersede any previously issued Letters of Guardianship of the Person.
