Thisletter isto inform you of recent developmentsin
this matter.

On February 28, 2013, the court discussed the matter and voted 4 to 3 to adopt the concept of a
caendar cycle for rules matters that will identify deadlines and dates for filing and
considerations of petitions, comments, and court hearings.

On June 3, 2013, Chief Justice Shirley S. Abrahamson filed an amendment to the pending
judicia rulemaking petition 12-01, establishing dates certain for filing rules petitions, for filing
comments, and for court hearings. A copy of Chief Justice Abrahamson’s June 3, 2013 rule
proposal can be found at the court's web site under Responses to Rules Petition 12-01 at
http://wicourts.gov/supreme/docs/1201commentsabrahamsond. pdf.

On August 2, 2013, Justice Patience D. Roggensack filed an amendment to the procedures
governing rulemaking process that the court adopted on February 28, 2013. A copy of Justice
Roggensack's August 2, 2013 filing can be found at the court's web site under Responses to
Rules Petition 12-01 at http://wicourts.gov/supreme/docs/1201commentsroggensack?.pdf.
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On September 19, 2013, State Bar President Patrick J. Fiedler submitted comments on the
petition.

On September 20, 2013, the Judicial Council advised the court that it takes no position on the
proposals.

The court is seeking public comment on how best to implement the calendaring of rules
petitions, including the time for filing rule petitions, the time for comments, and the time for
court consideration of a rules petition. The court is interested in any of your comments on this
matter, including comments on the following:

* how to facilitate agency participation in a calendar cycle for the rule making process;
o dternative timelines for a calendar for rulemaking; and

* how to facilitate the statutory filing and notice requirements under Wis. Stat.
§ 751.12 during the rules cycle.
