| am assisting the Wisconsin Supreme Court with its consideration of rule petition 19-16 filed on
May 15, 2019 by Attorney James E. Goldschmidt, on behalf of Quarles & Brady, LLP. You
have received this letter because you or your agency or organization potentially have an interest
in this matter.

In June 2014, the Wisconsin Supreme Court adopted Rule Petition 13-10, filed by the Director of
State Courts on behalf of the Planning and Policy Advisory Committee, and amended and
created rules and statutes to support and expand "limited scope representation.” As relevant
here, the court created Wis. Stat. § 802.05(2m) which permitted attorneys to assist in drafting
legal documents without identifying themselves by their names or state bar numbers, a practice
known as "ghostwriting." S. Ct. Order 13-10, 2014 WI 45 (issued June 27, 2014, eff. Jan. 1,
2015).

In April 2018, the Wisconsin Legislature amended Wis. Stat. § 802.05(2m) to require attorneys
assisting an otherwise self-represented litigant in drafting a legal document to disclose their
name and state bar number following the statement that the document "was prepared with the
assistance of a lawyer."

This rule petition asks the court to restore Wis. Stat. 8 802.05(2m) to its previous iteration to
permit attorneys in limited-scope representations to assist otherwise self-represented persons in
drafting a pleading, motion, or other filed document without disclosing the attorney's name or
state bar number.

At the closed administrative rules conference on September 13, 2019, the court conducted a
preliminary discussion of this matter and voted to obtain written comments and schedule a public
hearing. The public hearing will be conducted on January 17, 2020. Please note, the court may
take any action on a rule petition it deems appropriate, including any of the following:
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@) Adopt the rule proposed, or a modified version, without further comment.

(b) Reject the rule proposed without further comment.

(c) Refer the rule petition to another entity for its review and recommendation.

(d) Request further information or analysis from the petitioner or interested
persons or entities.

If you previously filed a comment to this rule
petition, it is not necessary to file the same comment again.
