1. As a voting Citizen of Wisconsin, | have observed and read in news publications that the
election system has been manipulated to over-represent one party (republican) and to
under-represent the other party (democratic). This has been done by using
gerrymandering to maintain a party advantage for the republicans in the state legislature.
This has happened because the ruling party gets to determine district boundaries.
